About the Presentation:  Genetics is a specialized content topic and medical interpreters are often times requested to facilitate communication between the medical geneticists/genetic counselor and the patient with limited proficiency in English. Medical interpreters are crucial to engage a patient during genetic counseling sessions and this responsibility has been accomplished without having their own basic understanding of genetic concepts and the importance of genetic counseling. Thus, medical interpreters necessitate additional skills and training to better understand genetic concepts so they may interpret them with more accuracy to the patient. To address this need, the presenter will provide a short genetics curriculum with basic concepts, vocabulary and information on how the field of Medical Genetics fits into the broader medical picture, along with increasing awareness on the various social and cultural considerations. 
About the Presenter: Ms. Mercy Laurino, MS, CGC is a Licensed Genetic Counselor and PhD Graduate Student at the University of Washington Institute for Public Health Genetics.  For several years, she has provided genetic counseling to patients seen at the University of Washington Genetic Medicine Clinic and at the Seattle Cancer Care Alliance Breast and Ovarian Cancer and Gastrointestinal Cancer Prevention Programs. Her collaboration with the medical geneticists in the Philippines resulted in the establishment of their advanced degree genetic counseling training program which is offered at the University of the Philippines Manila. Mercy currently works as the genetic counselor for the Colorectal Cancer Family Registry at the Fred Hutchinson Cancer Research Center Public Health Sciences Division.
